1. CERTIFICATE IN ADVANCED DIGITAL DESIGN M)R UNDERGRADUATE STUDENTS (CADD) 
The School of Architecture has identified a significant need to take conceptual ideas or construction 
documentation and transform them into cutting-edge marketable 3D multimedia presentations. Using industry- 
proven techniques, CADD will help upgrade the skills and technology of the graphicssriented designer. The 
certificate is available to architecture and interior design undergraduate students in the FIU School of 
Architecture. The program is divided into two areas of study: the 3D Track and the New Media Track. The 3D 
tract will be driven by courses that focus on content creation, such as modeling, rendering, and animation. The 
new media track will consist of courses that focus on content presentation such as web design, interactive media, 
and visual effects. We are requesting to offer a certificate program in Computer Aided Digital Design at the 
undergraduate level. The certificate will require 18 semester credit hours.
